The workshops kick off on August 3 and 4, when A Play in A Day will give children aged five to seven the chance to develop their drama skills before taking part in a performance in Hull Truck’s Studio Theatre. On August 5-6, there will be a two-day workshop called Scrumdidlyumptious Storytelling! The much-loved books of Roald Dahl will form the basis of these sessions, with children aged eight to 10 using the stories to create new pieces.
From August 9-13, a five-day project will ask the 11 to 15-year-olds taking part, how would you react if all the adults in the world has disappeared? What needs to change? The young people will work on a fun, fast-paced piece of theatre, before performing it at the end of the week. The site specific devising sessions at the Street Life Museum will be held from August 2–14 and are aimed at 16 to 21-year-olds who are interested in both drama and music.
