Jimmy McGhie’s debut at the festival, The Northern Meeting, was widely acclaimed – now he is back with stories of trips to Berlin, Africa and Tesco Metro! Meanwhile Rob Deering, and his guitar, are sure to entertain again with a fresh music-based show. On July 14, Chris Ramsey and Alex Horne will take the stage. Chris will tackle the subject matter of how to avoid confrontation and see the funny side of terrifying social encounters, meanwhile Alex will reveal what happened when he set comedians challenges including ‘Who Can Gain the Most Weight in a Year’ and ‘Find Me a Hedgehog’. 

The final comedy show of Hull Truck’s spring / summer season will star two familiar TV faces - Miles Jupp and Tom Allen on July 28. Miles is currently appearing in new BBC sitcom Rev, while Tom will be known to reality TV fans as the host of Big Brother’s Big Mouth.
On August 6, there will be the opportunity to see a preview of I’m No Hero – a compelling multimedia performance presented by Ava Hunt in association with Tangere Arts. The piece fuses the lives of two women – Irena Sendler, who saved 2,500 Jewish children, and Rachel Corrie, who lost her life defending Palestinians.
